Endurance & Measurement Tests (PE&MT), Trade Test, Test of Proficiency in
Computer Operation and Medical Examination etc. as prescribed for the post will be
held at Delhi only.

Applicatlon Fee:- Male candidates belonging to General (UR)/OBC/EWS category
applying for recruitment to the post should pay ¥100/- (Rupees One Hundred only) as
application fee through online payment gateway system on www.dalhipalica.nic.in.
Women candidates and candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes/ Scheduled Tribe
and Ex-Servicemen category are exempted from paying application fee after uploading
the certificate/discharge book or NOC. Fee once paid will not be refunded under any
circumstances and the fee paid by modes other than above will not be accepted and
applications of such candidates will be rejected forthright and the payment made shall
stand forfeited.

Date of Birth:- Candidates should note that only the Date of Birth as recorded in the
Matriculation certificate will be accepted for determining the age and no subsequent
request forits change will be considered.

0BC Category:- Candidates claiming benefits under OBC category shall be in
accordance with castes notified in the Central List. OBC Certificates issued by
Government of National Gapital Territory of Delhi (GNCTD), but not included in the
Central List of OBCs, will also be accepted for reservation and age relaxation purposes.

Ex-Servicemen who are paid from the Central revenues are eligible to be re-enlisted as
Head Constable (Assistant Wireless Operator/Tele-Printer Operator) at the discretion of
the appointing authority if their discharge certificate shows previous service as Good or
of higher classification/ grading, provided that they conform to the educaticnal
standards laid down for Head Constable (Assistant Wireless Operator/Tele-Printer
Operator) from open competition and qualify such endurance/efficiency tests as
prescribed by the Commissioner of Police, from time to time by issuing necessary
Standing Orders and they are medically fit for police service according to standards
prescribed for recruits.

Note:

I Ex-Servicemen who have already secured employment under Central Government
(including State Govt./Public Sector Undertakings/Autonomous Bodies/Statutory
Bodies/Nationalized Banks etc.) in Group ‘C’ & ‘D’ posts on regular basis after availing of
the benefits of reservation given to Ex-Servicemen for their re-employment are NOT
eligible for fee concession or for claiming benefits of reservation under Ex-Servicemen
category. However, they are eligible for the age relaxation only.

General Awareness: Questions are designed to test the candidate’s general awareness of the
environment around him/her and its application to society. Questions are also designed to
test his/her knowledge of current events and of such matters of everyday observation and
experience in their scientific aspect as may be expected of an educated person. The test will
also include questions relating to India and its neighboring countries especially pertaining
to History, Culture, Geography, Indian Economy, General Polity, Indian Constitution,
Scientific Research. These questions will be such that they do not require a special study of
any discipline.

Physics: Understanding of the basi¢ concepts of topigs like thermodynamics, mechanics,
Newton’s Law of Motion, Gravity, Motion, Pressure, Units of measurements, sound, Heat &
Temperature, Electronics, Magnetism, Ohm’s Law, Number systems, Fiber Optics, Mode of
Communication etc.

Chemlstry: Chemistry of everyday life, commonly used chemicals, important catalysts,
reactions, Commercial applications of chemicals, chemical and physical change, definition
based question, Acids (Sulphuric acid, Hydrochloride), Atomic Number, Elements and their
symbols and Electro Chemistry etc.

DISPLAYING/UPLOADING OF TENTATIVE ANSWER KEY OF COMPUTER BASED

After conducting the Computer Based Examination, the answer key for the examination will
be displayed/uploaded on the website of the Delhi Police i.e. www.dalhipolice.nic.in. The
candidates who are not satisfied with the captured response, may challenge by filing
application/representation along with proof/ documents/ solution in support of thair claim
within 15 days of uploading of the answer key along with a fee of T100/- per question/answer
challengad. Qnline link will be provided to accept the representations and fee. Howaver, the
decision of the Commissioner of Police, Delhi on the challenges shall be final and no further
communication will be entertained.

DECLARATION OF THE RESULT OF COMPUTER BASED EXAMINATION FOR APPEARING IN
PHYSICAL ENDURANGE AND MEASUREMENT TESTS (PE&MT)

The candidates who come within the range of merit of Computer Based Examination equal to
twenty (20) times the number of vacancies advertised in each category i.e. General/SCG/ST/
OBC/EWS and Ex-servicemen {category-wise) shall be called for appearing in the PE&MT,
subiject to securing minimum 40% marks under General/EWS Category (minimum 35% in
case of SC/ST/OBC and 30% under Ex-Servicemen category). In case there are a large
number of candidates on cutoff marks, all candidates on that cutoff for the relevant catsgory
will be called forthe PE&MT.

PHYSICAL ENDURANCE & MEASUREMENT TESTS (PE&MT)

The candidates qualified in the Physical Endurance Tests (Race, Long Jump and High Jump)
as prescribed in para 5(iv){A) and para 5{iv}{B) shall have to further appear in Physical
Measurement Tests i.e. Height/Chest (male candidates) and Height (female candidates) as
per the standards prescribed for the post. Candidates not satisfied with their physical
measurement will have to file an appeal against disqualification on the day of PE&MT itself.
No application/appeal will be entertained at later stage.

CHEGKING OF ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS/GERTIFICATES FOR ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

All the original documents/certificates pertaining to age, education, caste, hill areas,
NOG/discharge certificate {in case of Ex-Serviceman), sports certificate, proof to avail age
relaxation as a widow/divorced/judicially separated woman, serving certificate in case of
departmental candidates serving in Delhi Police containing his date of enlistment, Wards of
Delhi Police Personnel certificate and No Objection Certificate in case already employed in
Government/Semi Government, would be checked at the time of Physical Endurance &
Measurement Tests of the candidates who successfully qualify all the events of PE&MT.
The final document checking will again be done at the time of issue of “Offer of
Appointment”. The candidates will be required to submit self attested photo copies of all the
documents/certificates.

TRADE TEST(READING & DICTATION)-(QUALIFYING)

The candidates who qualified in Physical Endurance & Measurement Tests (PE&MT) will be
called for Trade Test. The Trade Test (Reading & Dictation) is to assess candidate’s
capability to transmit and receive messages. This test will be taken in the form of reading
and dictation. The dictation, both in Hindi and English languages, will be given to
the candidates in groups comprising suitable number of candidates taking dictation in a
group.
